Specific Plan Notes

Purpose and Intent

The purpose of this specific plan is to permit the development of a single family residential subdivision on 22.09

acres. This proposed development will include a variety of residential units, including townhomes, flats &

detached homes.

Development Plan

The developer of this project intends to develop townhomes, flats & detached homes, totaling 170 single-family

residential units

Existing Conditions

The property currently includes two residential buildings, paved driveways, trees, and low grass.

Applicability to the General Plan

This property is within the Southeast Community Planning area adopted June 22, 2015. The structure plan for

this property identifies this area as T3 NE Suburban Neighborhood Evolving - Special Policy Area 12-IDA.

Permitted Uses

Uses permitted in this development shall be limited to detached & attached single-family residential units and

multi-family residential units. Fall back zoning for the single-family lots for any items not specified in this SP shall

be RS3.75. Fall back zoning for multi-family buildings for any items not specified in this SP shall be RM40.

Development Standards

1. Minor modifications to the SP plan may be approved by the Planning Commission or its designee based

upon final architectural, engineering or site design and actual site conditions. All modifications shall be

consistent with the principles and further the objectives of the approved plan. Modifications shall not be

permitted, except through an ordinance approved by Metro Council that increase the permitted density or

floor area, add uses not otherwise permitted, eliminate specific conditions or requirements contained in the

plan as adopted through this enacting ordinance, or add vehicular access points not currently present or

approved.

2. The required fire flow, emergency vehicle access and adequate water supply for fire protection must be

met prior to the issuance of any building permits.

3. Approval of any specific plan does not exempt any parcel shown on the plan or any development within the

SP from compliance with all provisions of the Metro Zoning Code with respect to floodplain, steep slopes,

unstable soils, sinkholes, rock outcroppings, streams, springs and critical lots.

(doorway) and a minimum of 15% glazing.  Units located on corners shall incorporate a wrapped porch, or

other architectural element to address the corner.

23.Windows shall be vertically oriented at a ratio of 2:1 or greater except for dormers.

24.Porches shall provide a minimum of six feet of depth.

Tree Conservation/Buffer

Where possible, large canopy trees and established tree groves will be preserved.  A 10 foot minimum open

space buffer is proposed around the existing edges of the property. This development shall comply with and

meet the requirements of metro zoning code 17.24 tree protection and replacement and with chapter 17.40,

article X, tree protection and replacement procedures.

Landscape Standards

· This development shall comply with the requirements of the SP and adopted tree ordinance 2008-328

(Metro Code Chapter 17.24).

· A Landscape Ordinance Plan shall be submitted with the Final SP submittal.

· Street trees shall be provided along all street frontages at a minimum spacing average of fifty (50) linear

feet, or as required by the zoning code if closer spacing.

· All landscaping shall be properly irrigated and maintained by a landscape contractor; if drought resistant

plan material is used, irrigation shall not be required.

· Where trees are planted in rows, they shall be uniform in size and shape.

· All plants shall be freshly dug, sound, healthy, vigorous, well branched, free of disease, insect eggs, and

larvae, and shall have adequate root systems.

· All contained ground material shall be healthy, vigorous, well-rooted plants and established in the

container in which they are sold.  The plants shall have tops which are good quality and are in a healthy

growing condition.  All root bound plants shall be rejected.

· Groups of shrubs shall be placed in a continuous mulch bed with smooth continuous lines.  All mulched

bed edges shall be curvilinear in shape following the contour of the plan mass.  Trees located within four

feet of shrubs beds shall share same mulch bed.

· Plant locations may be adjusted in the field as necessary to be clear of drainage swales and utilities.

Finished planting beds shall be graded so as to not impede drainage ways from buildings.  If significant

relocations are required, contractor shall contact landscape architect for resolution.

Design Plan

Through this Specific Plan, the community will be ensured a level of quality and a sense of community.  The

intent of the SouthPoint SP is to provide a comfortable, safe residential community with emphasis on pedestrian

oriented streetscapes, diverse housing options, adequate open space and quality architecture.  While subject to

these regulations and guidelines within, the plan layout shall be flexible to respond to physical site constraints,

end-users' needs, community desires and a changing market.  The SP shall allow for variations in the design of

the street and open space network, individual block layout and dispersion of housing types so that it meets the

intent of the regulations and guidelines within.

More specifically, this SP and supporting Design Guidelines area intended to:

· Insure the compatible integration of a variety of housing types, including detached and attached

single-family housing products, in order to accommodate the housing needs of a divers population.

· Maintain a scale and form of development that emphasizes sensitivity to the pedestrian environment.

· Achieve "traffic calming" benefits through: an integrated street network providing options for traffic flow,

the avoidance of excessively wide streets, and the provision of on-street parking.

· Provide for a variety of strategically-located and cadrefully-designed public and/or common spaces,

including streets, greens and informal open space.

· Insure the compatibility of buildings with respect to the specific character of their immediate context within

this SP boundary.

General Lot Layout Standards

· Corner lots shall incorporate architectural details that address both street frontages.

· Detached garages shall be detached from the principle structure by 10' or greater.

· Detached garages that are 700 square foot or smaller may encroach into the required rear setback up to

5' from the rear property line.

· All garage doors must be setback at least 20' from the public sidewalk.

· Street fronting attached garages must be setback 10' from the leading edge of the building facade

(excluding porch).

Parking

· It is intended that the total parking provided will be in excess of the minimum requirements of the Metro

Nashville Zoning Code parking standards.

· Parking shall be provided within the public street, public alley, a parking pad and/or garage internal to

each lot.

· On street parking will be provided within Public Works standard ST-252 B Right-Of-Ways.

General Plan Consistency

The specific plan proposed herein is located within the Southeast Community Plan.  The specified land use is

Neighborhood Evolving, Transect 3 (or T3 NE) - Special Policy Area 12 IDA.

This plan is consistent with the goals established throughout the policy and is also consistent with several

critical planning goals. This plan provides a diverse housing mix and a higher level of connectivity

opportunities to the neighboring properties. This plan creates a walkable neighborhood within various

segments of open space that is accessible by the proposed single-family lots.  Each property directly

addresses the street and will be directly connected to a sidewalk lined with street trees.

Public Works Construction Notes

1. Proof rolling of all public street sub-grades is required in the presence of the Public Works' inspector. This

request is to be made 24 hours in advance.

8. Backflow device to remain accessible at all times.
